Quadcopters Visit EFKA Board
Meeting

The EFKA Board of Directors recently
had the opportunity to hear first-hand
about one its most innovative grants. A
quadcopter is a multirotor helicopter
that is lifted and propelled by four
rotors. Four KHS students and their
teacher, Alan Carp, shared their
experiences building quadcopters in
their Engineering class.

Using the 2BOT 3D Model Maker
funded by the Foundation in a proposal
by Tom Post, teacher of Auto-CAD
classes at KHS, the engineering
students designed the bodies and wings
of the quadcopter. They then went on
to program the copter to fly. The Board
was amazed at its ability to fly around
the KES gymnasium with such control
and efficiency.

Carp currently has 24 students enrolled
in his engineering classes. He expects
this number to increase for the 2015 —
2016 school year.
